What is SALT?
What does a CREW SALT Member do?

SALT = Student Action Leadership Team
Duties:
1. Attend the SALT Retreat and monthly leadership trainings throughout the year.
2. Be an active participant in the CREW Youth Group (whether you are interested in the Mission trip or not).
3. Help out the Confirmation Team and Youth Minister with tasks during CREW Sunday nights as needed throughout the year.   Be dutiful to your ministry assignment.
4. Help make decisions about the CREW calendar and what happens during the youth group year.
5. Create the theme for each year and design the T-shirt.
6. Complete SALT assignments given to you by the Youth Minister.

Responsibilities:

1. Be welcoming.  If you see someone sitting alone, go sit with them, introduce yourself, invite them to join you and your friends and include them in the conversation.

2. Be respectful.  As teen leaders the other teens will follow your example.  Be respectful of other teens, be respectful of the Confirmation Team, and be respectful of the Youth Minister.

3. Be Open.  If conversation is stuck during a teaching night, volunteer your opinion or thoughts to help get the ball rolling again.

4. Be Honest.  Feel free to share your thoughts and feelings about the youth group with the Youth Minister.  If you hear things from your friends about the youth group (good and bad), please share them.  Your thoughts, feelings and feedback will be kept confidential by the Youth Minister.  Or if it is shared with Father Joe or the Confirmation Team, your name will not be used.

5. Be Understanding.  Remember that we all have to work under guidelines and restraints, including the Youth Minister.  If something changes, the Youth Minister will be accountable to the SALT Team to explain those changes.
